Means of applying the principles of the Zionist Program – Jerusalem Program

Whereas
The WZO places great importance on the advancement and application of 

the principles of the Zionist Program, that is "The Jerusalem Program", the 35th Zionist Congress resolves:

1. To distribute the "Jerusalem Program" in all Synagogues, the organizations and Jewish Communities throughout the Diaspora and Israel,

2. To implement a hasbara operation in the print and electronic media in order to encourage members of the communities and Synagogues to enrol and sign the Jerusalem Program,

3. To work within all the Synagogues and communities in order to  bring the Jerusalem Program into practice.

2. 
Regarding Establishing a Constitution in Israel

Whereas
the 16th Israeli Knesset resolved to continue the parliamentary effort to 

establish a constitution for the State of Israel, and research bodies, academia and various social change bodies in Israel are involved in the issue of establishing a constitution in the past years, and

Whereas
the Jerusalem, Program establishes, within the framework of Zionist 

foundations, the strengthening of Israel as a Jewish-Zionist democratic state and its shaping as having unique spiritual values based on mutual respect of all segments of the Jewish People.

The WZO calls on the Knesset to ensure that any draft constitution which will be formulated in the future will ensure freedom of religion and conscience for citizens and residents of Israel of all religions, the principles of pluralism and religious tolerance, and equal status for all religious communities in the State of Israel, alongside with the all other human rights.

3. 
Implementing the Principles of the Declaration of Independence

The 35th Zionist Congress sees the basic swearing of the declaration of the establishment of the Jewish State in the Land of Israel, that is the Declaration of Independence, of 5th Iyar 5709, 14th May, 1948 as the foundation and the basis of the State of Israel as a democratic Jewish state and the realisation of the of the visionary of the Jewish State, Dr Theodore Herzl, who declared the right of the Jewish People to a national renewal in its own land, and as stated in the Declaration of Independence: " HEREBY DECLARE THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A JEWISH STATE IN ERETZ-ISRAEL, TO BE KNOWN AS THE STATE OF ISRAEL", to be based on the foundations of freedom, justice and peace in the light of the vision of the prophets of Israel, with equality of social and absolute national rights for all its citizens, without difference of religious, race and gender, ensuring freedom of religion, conscience, language education and culture.

The 35th Zionist Congress calls on the elected institutions of the State of Israel to adopt the principles of the Declaration of Independence, with the State of Israel being a Jewish and democratic state which is a spiritual-national centre and inspirational base for all the Jewish People.

The Renewing and Strengthening Zionist Movement

Whereas 
The 35th Zionist Congress gathers under the theme of renewal and 

strengthening, and

Whereas 
The Synagogues and the Jewish Communities coordinate the majority of 

Jews throughout the world,

The 35th Zionist Congress resolves:

1. To see in all Synagogues, Communities institutions and Jewish organizations as the preferred target public for Jewish and Zionist activity

2. To provide special resources in order to link all Synagogues, communities, institutions and Jewish organizations to the activities of the Zionist movement.

5.  
The Independence of the Zionist Movement

Whereas
In the past years the status of the WZO, its institutions and the status of its elected members has eroded, and

Whereas
There is a trend to turn the Jewish Agency into a philanthropic body and sub contractor of the Zionist enterprise, and

Whereas
the ignoring of the WZO, its institutions and its elected members is increasing, and the denial of its role as the central leading factor in the Jewish world and the State of Israel in fulfilling the Zionist enterprise, and

Whereas
these trends harm the status of the State of Israel and its centrality, and its legitimate elected officials

Be it resolved:

The Zionist Congress calls for the return of the status of the WZO and the strengthening of its independence through:

1. The return of the central missions of, and its responsibility in the Zionist enterprise of the WZO

2. Renewed evaluation of the existing treaties between the WZO and the other National Institutions, and the Government of Israel,

3. Strengthening of the Zionist Federations in the world 

4. The possibility of allowing the establishment of an independent fund through the frameworks of the Zionist Federations in the world in order to fund activities of a Zionist nature.

5. Continuation of the strengthening of aliyah to Israel and settlement within her, and the granting of supreme preference to this aim over all other communal activities.

6.   
JNF – Organisational Reform

Whereas
The WZO aims to operate according to "the vision of the prophets, as an exemplary society, working towards peace and giving to tikun okam…" as the issues were integrated in the Jerusalem Program of 2004, and

Whereas
The Jewish law of not destroying, the ban on destruction without reason, based on the prohibition to felling fruit trees in time of war, and Rabbis such as Rabbi Yair Haim Bachrach, from the 20th century, answered found that the "felling of a tree is only permitted for necessary needs and not needlessly" and

Whereas
The JNF has planted more than 240 million trees since 1928, and

Whereas
The WZO, the Jewish Agency and the JNF use daily thousands of tons of paper, including the printing of this document and thousands of other copies of resolutions of this congress, and

Whereas
 The use of one ton of recycled paper can save 17 trees, 380 gallons of oil, three cubic metres of filling, 4000 kilowatts of electricity and 7,000 gallons of water,

Accordingly, in order to achieve our treaty, be it resolved that:

1. The WZO recommends that all paper used during the congress, the ZGC, meetings of the Presidium of the ZGC, and Executive meetings, be made up of at least 50% recycled paper immediately with the aim of reaching 80% recycled paper within two years, and on condition that it does not create additional major expenses.

2. The WZO is to recommend that all paper in use in its offices and in its other activities will be of at least 50% recycled paper, immediately with an aim of reaching 80% recycled paper within two years, and on condition that it does not create additional major expenses.

3. The Congress calls upon and recommends to JAFI and JNF to adopt in their offices and the rest of their activities, paper which is at least 505 recycled, immediately, with the aim of reaching 80% recycled paper within two years, and on condition that it does not create additional major expenses.

7.  
Examining the relationship between the Zionist Movement, the Government of Israel and the Jewish Agency

In view of the fact that the treaty between the Government of Israel and the WZO and Jewish Agency requires changes and amendments, and in light of the fact that in agreements between the WZO and JAFI there is a reduction in the status of the WZO,

The Zionist Congress resolves:

To place upon the Zionist Executive and the Presidium of the ZGC the task to formulate:

1. A new treaty with the Government of Israel

2. An updated agreement with JAFI

The Zionist Congress requests from the ZGC to formulate a draft of the new treaty and the new agreements, and to conduct negotiations.

8. 
The Inclusion of the Youth in the National Institutions

Whereas
The Zionist Congress sees major importance in integrating the youth into its 

institutions above the 25% limit as determined,

Be it resolved that:

The Zionist Congress call to integrate 25% youth also into the institutions of the Jewish Agency, with the aim of giving expression to the responsibility of the youth for the Jewish world and the society in Israel.

9.
WZO Renewal

WHEREAS, The WZO has been facing considerable challenges in recent years including:

(a) Determining how best to engage with Jews throughout the world to recognize the importance of connecting with and supporting Israel as Zionists, and relating to Israel as a core element in one’s Jewish identity;

(b) Reforming the organizational structure of the WZO in order to meet its objectives and challenges;

(c) Acquiring the required level of financial support to carry out its activities;

(d) Creating a governance model and recruitment of leaders – both lay and professional – who are able and willing to direct and manage the WZO;

(e) Amending the WZO Constitution to provide for a fair and equitable process and structure that will command the respect and attention of world Jewry.

AND WHEREAS the WZO has attempted for several years to renew the WZO organization and bring forward a constitution, including the adoption of a number of resolutions adopted by the Zionist Congress and the Zionist General Council, among them:

(a) Resolution #82 adopted by the 34th Zionist Congress in June 2002, 
resolving  "that the Zionist Executive must submit to the Zionist General council 34/2 [June 2003] a new draft constitution" and further resolving that "If, during the next 12 months, a new draft resolution is not submitted, the Presidium of the ZGC will appoint a committee of legal experts, who will submit a draft Constitution to the members of the ZGC within six months";

(b)
Resolution #2 adopted by the Zionist General Council 34/3 in June 2004 that   "charges the Zionist Executive with submitting a comprehensive proposal to amend the Constitution for approval by the ZGC within a period of 6 months"   and whereas no such proposal has yet been put forward, though the need remains as great as ever;

(c)
Resolution #5 adopted by the Zionist General Council 34/4 in June 2005 that established the Committee on WZO Renewal and Constitution (the "Renewal Committee") and established a mandate and methodology for the Renewal Committee in order to ensure that a new constitution be drafted and submitted in time for adoption by the 35th Zionist Congress scheduled for June 2006;

AND WHEREAS the Renewal Committee was established but unable to successfully complete its work;

AND WHEREAS the 35th Zionist Congress deems it desirable and necessary to implement WZO Renewal as set out in this resolution in order to strengthen the WZO as the central organization for the Zionist movement and ensure accountability, efficiency and effectiveness in the ongoing operations of the organization;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

i.
PHASE ONE – IMMEDIATE IMPLEMENTATION

A.
Zionist General Council (ZGC) – Annual Meetings 

1.
The ZGC shall meet annually beginning in the Fall of each year on dates to occur immediately before or immediately after the JAFI Board of Governors meetings if feasible, except for the first meeting which shall occur in February, 2007, immediately before or immediately after the JAFI Board of Governors meetings, and the ZGC shall at each meeting, inter alia:

(a)
review the operations of the WZO;

(b)
receive the independent audit of the WZO for the previous calendar year;

(c)
review, discuss and adopt the budget of the WZO for the year to follow, except for the 2007 budget which shall be adopted at the above noted February, 2007 meeting, on the understanding that 2007 budget expenditures commencing on January 1, 2007 shall follow the 2006 budget with any modifications made by the Congress, as necessitated by this resolution or others passed at the Congress, or as required by objective changes in circumstances as determined by the Zionist Executive, and finalized at the February, 2007 ZGC meeting;

(d)
at each subsequent annual meeting, adopt the budget for the following budget year.  

B.
ZGC Committees

1. Areas of Responsibility

The following Committees are hereby established as committees of the ZGC, and shall be constituted as stipulated below, no later than August 31, 2006, with the following responsibilities:

(a) Budget and Finance Committee

Responsible for advising the Zionist Executive regarding development of the budget, in addition to its current authority in regard to approval of the budget and oversight of its implementation

(b)
Financial Resource Development 

Responsible for the development of new sources of revenue for the WZO, in additional to maximizing income from existing sources

(c) 
Marketing and Public Relations Committee 

Responsible for development and oversight of marketing and PR of the WZO

(d) Allocations Committee 

Review and approval of special allocations for activities initiated by WZO headquarters, whether to be implemented through the Zionist Federations or by the central office 

(e)
Departmental Division/Unit Committees 

Review and approval of the general work plans and budgetary frameworks of any and all WZO Departments, Units, and Divisions 

(f) Zionism in Israel Committee

Responsible for Zionist activity in Israel, that would serve in an advisory capacity to the Zionist Council (HaMoetza HaTzionit), and propose other activity in this regard for implementation by the Zionist Executive 

(g) JAFI Policy Committee  

Responsible for assisting in the development of policy guidelines for the WZO representatives on the JAFI Departmental Committees, including the review and consideration of initiatives to be introduced in those JAFI Committees

(h) Other committees as may be determined by the ZGC or as recommended by the WZO Renewal Committee established under Phase Two of this resolution.

2. Appointment and Composition

The Chairman of the Executive, after consultation with the Chairman of the ZGC, shall appoint the members and chairs of each of the committees,

a.  
The membership of each committee will be comprised as follows: 1/3 

 
from Israel, 1/3 from USA and 1/3 from the rest of the world, with an 

 
appropriate balance of representatives from the World Unions, the 


Organizations affiliated with the WZO, and the Zionist Federations, 

b. 
The Committees shall be co-chaired by two individuals, one resident 

 
in Israel and one resident in the Diaspora

3. Operation and Regulations

a.  
The Committees will function throughout the year by means of conference 

 
calls, teleconferencing where available and e-mails and shall meet during 

 
the annual ZGC to formulate policies and program and project 

 
recommendations for consideration by the ZGC.

b.  
All rules, regulations, and by-laws governing existing Committees, including the 

 
Budget and Finance Committee, are hereby amended as  
necessitated by this 

 
resolution, and the Zionist Congress hereby authorizes the Legal Advisor of the 

 
WZO to draft appropriate by-laws for the functioning of these committees to be 

 
brought before the Presidium of the ZGC for approval. 

4. Financial Resources

The Committees shall be provided with the necessary funds to function in accordance with their mandate. 

C.
The Executive Committee

1.
The Inner Executive Committee (as set out in Article 41 of the Constitution of the WZO or as otherwise amended by the Zionist Congress) shall continue.

2.
The Inner Executive Committee shall meet, as required, on a regular basis and all forms of technology shall be utilized for the convening of the meetings, together with required translation, in order that all members of the Inner Executive Committee can participate fully and effectively in the deliberations of the Inner Executive Committee.

3. The Congress recommends that the Chairman of the Executive shall invite four (4) heads of Zionist Federations to participate in the meetings of the Executive in an advisory capacity. 

II.
 PHASE TWO – FOR IMPLEMENTATION AT THE ZGC 2007 MEETING 

A. WZO Renewal Committee

1.
The Chairman of the Executive, after consultation with the Presidium of the ZGC, within one month from the conclusion of the Congress, a WZO Renewal Committee consisting of 16 members: 8 from the Diaspora and 8 from Israel, which will reflect the variety of the factions and organizations.

The WZO Renewal Committee will submit its recommendations by the end of 2006.

2.
The WZO Renewal Committee shall prepare a comprehensive report to be forwarded directly to the ZGC recommending:

(a) a new organizational model for the WZO; 

(b) a budgetary framework aligned with the new organizational model and means for increasing the financial resources of the WZO; 

(c) a new constitution for the WZO; 

(d) a viable model for partnership with JAFI and other appropriate Jewish organizations and institutions;

(e) all ancillary matters requiring adoption, in order to effectively implement the report of the WZO Renewal Committee.

3. Recommendations of the Committee shall be brought to the ZGC by February 2007, for approval.

4. In the event that the recommendations of the WZO Renewal Committee, as aforementioned, are not brought to the ZGC, then the Chairman of the ZGC shall chair the WZO Renewal Committee, to be established within 4 weeks of the conclusion of the ZGC sessions, to consist of not more than twelve (12) qualified persons appointed by the President, following consultation with the World Unions, the Organizations affiliated with the WZO, and the Zionist Federations, all of whom will be chosen for their skills, experience, knowledge and understanding of one or more of the following: a) organizational structure and management,  b) constitutional and legal documents, c) the structure and functioning of the National Institutions, d) the Zionist Movement and the Jewish world today.

The Committee's recommendations shall be submitted at the following ZGC session.

5. The Zionist Congress hereby instructs the Treasurer to propose to the Executive changes to the 2006 budget that will allow for the full and immediate implementation of this resolution in its entirety, and instructs the Executive to recommend the approval of such changes to the Budget and Finance Committee no later than July 31, 2006.

10.  
Examination of the Involvement of Jewish Communities, and Other Organisations and Movements in the Zionist Movement

Whereas The Zionist Federations are the operational arms of the WZO,

The Zionist Congress resolves:

1. To strengthen the Zionist Federations in each place and assist then to fulfill their roles

2. To advance the establishment of Zionist Federations in countries where they do not yet exist

3. The Zionist Congress directs the Presidium of the ZGC to formulate a programme to advance these resolutions and bring them for approval to the institutions as demanded by the Constitution, in cooperation with the Department for Zionist Activities.

11.    
Strengthening the Status of the Zionist Federations

Whereas 
The Zionist movement recognises the importance of the work of the Zionist Federations and the need to strengthen their status, without objection, and

Be it hereby resolved:

That the Zionist federations commit to democratic and transparent processes and to encourage intensive activity of the Zionist Federations from Congress to Congress, and accordingly, to fund the activities of the Zionist Federations in an ongoing manner, in order to encourage the membership drive.

12. 
Expanding WZO Membership through the Zionist Federations

Whereas
the WZO constitution requires all Zionist Federations to accept individual members, and

Whereas 
increasing their membership will enhance stature and influence of the Zionist Federations within the community, while also potentially increasing their resources,

Be it hereby resolved that the Zionist Congress calls upon every Zionist Federation to develop a strategy and a plan for increasing its membership.

Be it further resolved that every Zionist Federation publish the terms under which individuals may become members of the Federation, and the procedures they must follow to do so, such terms and procedures to be submitted to the Department for Zionist Activities no later than 31st December, 2006.

13. 
Enabling the Zionist Federations to Fulfil their Mandate

Whereas 
the Zionist Federations legally constitute the operational arm of the World Zionist Organization in achieving its objectives throughout the world, and

Whereas the 34th Zionist Congress passed resolution #41, calling upon 

"the Zionist Executive to provide the necessary funding, beginning from January 1, 2002, to the Zionist Federations in order to better develop an organizational infrastructure that will operate more efficiently and will carry out Zionist and educational activities and projects, in accordance with the Jerusalem Program," and 

Whereas 
no action has been taken to implement the aforementioned resolution, and the budget of the Department for Zionist Activities, essentially the only source within the WZO budget for Federation funding, has instead been cut drastically and progressively by some 28% since 2001, 

Be it hereby resolved that Zionist Congress instructs the Treasurer and the Zionist Executive to budget at least 50% of any additional funds that might become available during the current year for the purpose of increasing activity through the Zionist Federations.

14. 
Representation of the Zionist Federations within the National Institutions

Whereas 
the 34th Zionist Congress passed resolution #40, mandating the WZO Executive to:  "provide a plan for the creation of territorial groupings alongside the 

 

ideological ones, to allow Zionist Federations to take their rightful place within the 

 
structure of the WZO. Said plan to be submitted to the first meeting of the Zionist 

 
General Council in 2003," and 

Whereas 
no action has been taken regarding the implementation of this resolution,

Be it resolved that the Zionist Congress hereby establishes a Forum of Zionist Federations (FZF) to be comprised of the heads of all Zionist Federations, with the following roles, functions and responsibilities:

1. The Zionist Executive shall submit a draft of the annual WZO budget to the FZF for its consideration and input, prior to submitting the draft budget to the Budget and Finance Committee for approval.

2. Any joint committees of the Zionist Executive and the ZGC Presidium shall consult with the FZF before submitting its proposals and recommendations for approval.
3. The FZF shall elect from among its members four (4) representatives who shall serve as a liaison to the Zionist Executive and an additional four (4) representatives who shall serve as a liaison to the ZGC Presidium, the said representatives to be invited to participate in the meetings of the respective bodies in an advisory capacity, with such participation to be facilitated through teleconferencing. 

4. The FZF shall meet formally during all sessions of the Zionist Congress and the ZGC, at which times they will report to and receive a report from the Chair of the Zionist Executive and the Chair of the ZGC. 

Be it further resolved that the functioning of the FZF be facilitated by the Department for Zionist Activities.

15. 
Contact between Members of the Executive and Representatives around the World

Whereas 
The ZGC of June 2005 accepted Resolution 7, calling on members of the Jewish Agency Executive who are members of the Zionist Executive to hold meetings with representatives of the WZO and its arms, and

Whereas 
this resolution was not carried out by most of the members of the executive until today,

Be it resolved that:

1. Members of the Jewish Agency Executive, who are also members of the WZO executive, and visit, as part of their position in the Jewish Agency, places in the world, are obliged in the agendas of their visits to hold meetings with representatives of the WZO, executives and heads of Zionist Federations, Shlichim and representatives of departments.

2. Members of the executive of the Jewish Agency, who are also members of the executive of the WZO, are to present to the ZGC an annual report on the meetings held with representatives of the Zionist Federations, and extensions of the WZO.

16. 
Strengthening the Zionist Federations

Whereas
The exists a denial on the part of the National Institutions of the role of the Zionist Federations, and

Whereas 
The Zionist Federations and their institutions are not full partners, in most countries, in the areas of Aliyah and Jewish-Zionist education, 

Be it resolved that:

1. The Zionist Congress calls upon the National Institutions to recognize the Zionist Federations and their institutions as having authority to implement the programmes of the National Institutions.

2. The Zionist Congress calls upon the National Institutions, with all of their sections, to cease to undermine the authority of the legitimate and democratic institutions of the Zionist Federations in the world and to become involved in their decisions.

17. 
Representation of the FSU at the 35th Zionist Congress

Whereas 
At the ZGC of June 2005, resolution 13 was adopted, to establish Zionist Federations in the FSU States who so requested, and

Whereas 
Zionist Federations have not yet been established in FSU states,

Be it resolved that:

The Department for Zionist Activities will act to establish Zionist Federations in the FSU states who so request, by the first session of the 35th ZGC.

B.
Constitutional Matters

18. 
WZO Constitution Delegation Authority

Whereas
 Article 64 of the WZO Constitution provides for delegation of authority to the Zionist General Council to amend the WZO Constitution; and

Whereas
 the 35th Zionist Congress considers it necessary and expedient to delegate its powers to amend the Constitution, to the Zionist General Council.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The 35th Zionist Congress does and hereby delegates to the Zionist General Council the power to amend the Constitution, pursuant to Article 64, such delegation to remain in effect until the 36th Zionist Congress.

19. 
Authorization of the ZGC on Matters of Budget and Finance

The Zionist Congress delegates its authority over matters of budget and finances to the Zionist General Council and authorizes it to discuss and deliberate on all matters of budget and finance, either directly or by the authorizing of the Standing Committee on Matters of Budget and Finance.

C.     Budget – Financial Matters

20.       Financial Support of the Zionist Youth Movements

Whereas
The Zionist Congress sees the Zionist youth movements as the central and leading factor in the renewal, action and realisation of Zionism,

It is resolved:

1. The Zionist Congress turn to the Government of Israel and the Jewish Agency to increase their support of the world Zionist youth movements and to give preference, in Israel, to Zionist youth movements.

2. The Zionist Congress also turn to the Government of Israel and the Jewish Agency to increase the budgetary support to these movements.

21.      Budgeting of Groups of Graduates from the Zionist  Youth Movements

The Zionist Congress sees the ultimate importance of activities for the realisation of the youth movements and calls upon all the National Institutions to supply budgets to the graduate groups of the Zionist youth movements.

22.    Establishment of a Humanitarian Fund

As Jews, we see the need to establish international solidarity as a stand against humanitarian crises throughout the world.

Accordingly, the Zionist Congress resolves to establish a humanitarian fund to assist in humanitarian crises in every state in the world. 

Resources for the fund will come from donations, and will be at the disposal of the management of the fund, whose makeup will be determined by the Jewish Agency.

23.       Assets of the WZO

Whereas
At the ZGC, June 2005 session, resolution 21 was accepted, forbidding the sale of property registered in the name of the Jewish Agency prior to June 1971, or property registered in the name of Keren Hayesod until 1989.

Despite resolutions accepted at the ZGC properties were sold by the Jewish Agency.

It is resolved:

1. The Zionist Congress again forbids the sale of property acquired prior to June 1971 and registered by the Jewish Agency or acquired by Keren Hayesod until 1989. For the properties sold, their consideration is to be transferred to the WZO.

2. The Zionist Congress calls for the establishment of an executive committee of the factions, in accordance to their relative representation, to review, investigate, evaluate and consolidate all data on properties above mentioned, and to present a proposal as soon as possible for the approval of the ZGC.

24.      Assets of the WZO

The Zionist Congress resolves to establish an evaluation committee regarding the assets of the WZO. The assets committee is to be constituted from amongst members of the Zionist Executive and will present to the assembly of the next ZGC a detailed report of all assets of the WZO since 1969 until present. The report will details which assets have been sold and at what price, and which assets have been purchased, listing the price, during this period.

25.    Raising of Resources

Whereas
In the budget of the WZO in year 2006, $50,000 was budgeted for raising resources for the Zionist movement, and

Whereas
the budget of the WZO is continuously being cut

It is resolved:

1. A report on raising resources to be presented within six months, and plan of action is to be presented within 90 days of approval of the budget to the standing committee of budget and finance and to the Presidium of the ZGC.

2. Efforts are to be made to release additional resources to establish a unit whose task will be to raise resources for the Zionist movement.

26.       Budgets of the WZO

Whereas
Attacks against Israel and Zionism have widened in the last years, jointly with a serious rise in anti-Semitic incidents, and

Whereas
the missions of  Zionism are far from being completed and require continuing resources, and

Whereas
The budget of the WZO generally, and the operational departments of the WZO specifically, have dropped considerably in the last years, and

Whereas
The current budget of the WZO does not allow sufficient resources to finance the needs of the Zionist movement, particularly regarding development of young leadership of students and new leadership, and support for the Zionist Federations, and

Whereas
The 34th Zionist Congress, in adopting resolution 45, calls on the Zionist Executive to build and operate a programme to increase the budget of the WZO, and

Whereas
This programme has not yet been implemented

Be it resolved that the Zionist Executive establish, no later than 31st July 2006, a budgetary task force under the direction of the Treasurer of the WZO, to include professionals, members of the Zionist Executive and members of the Presidium, whose task it will be to find means of increasing the budget of the WZO, especially a budget to develop young leadership and their programmes.

It is further resolved that the budgetary task force report to the Zionist Executive and to the Presidium no later than 31st  December, 2006.

27.     Sources of Raising Financial Resources to Strengthen the Independence of the Zionist Movement

Whereas
The need for vital budgets to finance activities of the WZO from its own independent sources is increasing,

The Zionist Congress resolves:

1. Approaches and recommends to JAFI and Keren Hayesod, on the formation of a special fund of the WZO, for special projects for Zionist fulfilment and settlement.

2. To renew the "Zionist Shekel" through which each person can donate according to their means to the activities of the WZO.

The 35th Zionist Congress places upon the Presidium of the ZGC, together with the Zionist Executive, the presentation of a programme to advance this resolution within three months.

28. 
The Responsibilities and Budgets of the Zionist Federations

Whereas 
According to Article 7 A of the Constitution of the WZO:

"A Zionist Federation ….shall be the instrument in conjunction with whom the Executive shall carry out the tasks and duties imposed upon it …

The Executive, the heads of its departments and its representatives must consult with the Executive Governing Body of the Federation or its authorized representatives, regarding the Zionist activities of the Executive in that area…."

Be it resolved that:

1. the Departments of the WZO transfer operational authority to the Zionist Federations.

2. Budgets be awarded according to programmes and needs of the Zionist Federations

3. The Department for Zionist Activities will budget, from its budget, the Zionist Federations in order to implement programmes of the WZO.

29. 
Increasing the Budgets of the Zionist Federations

Whereas 
Sources of funding for the Zionist Federations from the WZO are significantly reducing, as against their needs, and such it appears will continue in the future, and

Whereas 
The current agreement for funding between the WZO and the Jewish Agency states that the WZO is permitted to deal with raising its own funding,

Be it resolved that:

1. The Zionist Congress demands from the ZGC and calls upon the Zionist Federations to develop strategies including independent fund raising drives.

2. Additionally, it is resolved that the Department for Zionist Activities is to provide a larger percentage of its budget to the annual budgets of the Zionist Federations

3. Further, it is resolved that the Department for Zionist Activities will examine anew the criteria for providing annual budgets of the Federations and will present a proposal for approval to the Zionist Executive.

D. THE YOUNGER GENERATION

30.
Integration of the Younger Generation into the Institutions of the WZO

Whereas 
The 34th Zionist Congress resolved on the integration of the younger generation within the Zionist Movement and its elected institutions, and

Whereas 
These resolutions have not been fulfilled in their entirety,

The 35th Zionist Congress resolves:

1.     That all factions and organisations will establish means to follow the resolutions of 

the Zionist Congress and the ZGC concerning the representation of the younger generation in all elected institution of the Zionist movement

2.    That the Zionist Congress agrees that the Zionist Congresses and the sessions of the ZGC will consist of representatives of the younger generation, as previously agreed.

31.           Establishing connections between Israeli youth and Diaspora Youth

Whereas
we see the future of the Jewish people in Israel, and outside of Israel as connected one to the other, and we wish to support and encourage the greatest integration possible between Diaspora and Israeli youth, and

Whereas
we encourage significant social contact between Jewish youth throughout the world, and we are led by the principle of establishing contact between Diaspora and Israeli youth in programmes supported by the Jewish Agency,

It is hereby resolved that the WZO emphasise the importance of enriching the temporary opportunity for Diaspora Jewish youth in establishing contact with Israeli society, especially with their Israeli peers.

Especially, the Zionist Executive calls upon the Jewish Agency and all of its Zionist youth programmes to integrate Israeli youth as significant participants; as well, the Zionist Executive calls upon the Jewish Agency to investigate the determination of a timetable in order to implement the smooth assimilation of Jewish Israeli youth in all the youth programmes receiving funding from the Jewish Agency.

32.               Representation of Youth at the Zionist Congress

Whereas
The youth represent the future of the Zionist Movement, and

Whereas
the participation and spectrum of the youth is blossoming in various ways, but remain significantly under represented within the Zionist movement and the Zionist Congress, and

Whereas
No concrete proposal has been presented in order to implement resolution number 30 of the ZGC of 2005, which calls upon the: " Zionist youth movements and youth members of the Zionist organisations and the Federations, to establish contact with graduates of short term and long term programmes in Israel, in order to present to them the work and philosophy of the Zionist organisations, the Federations and the many and varied movements ….. with the aim of encouraging these participants as Zionists, paying membership fees"  In order to reach them in the field and integrate new young leadership additional to the existing Zionist organisations.

Whereas
The resolution accepted at the 34th Zionist Congress to establish an advisory planning committee for youth, was not implemented fully;

It is hereby resolved:

The ZGC empower the existing advisory planning committee for youth, as established by the 34th Zionist Congress, in order to establish and grant a new and special title which will carry the name: young member of the Zionist movement (YAZM).

(In the case where the advisory planning committee for youth is not functioning, the ZGC will establish from anew this committee in accordance with the resolution adopted by the 34th Zionist Congress; or, in the case where clear guidelines are not established for the forming of this committee, this committee will be established to include representatives of the youth from all regions in such a manner as to total 1/5 of all youth representatives from the same country, or no fewer than one representative form each region, and in the case of a residual of more than three, an additional place).

The position of YAZM will create one independent seat with a special status in each participating region and will be given in the following manner:

1. A young leader who heads an organisation or programme connected to Israel (long or short term) with a support group and strong influence, even if at present they are not part of represented or connected Zionist organisations/factions .

2. As recognition of outstanding leadership in active influential programmes, advancing Israel's position and aliyah from their countries

The advisory planning committee for youth will be responsible for establishing criteria for election through achievements, through which youth organisations, who are not presently connected to the WZO, to receive this special status. Appointments will be at the consideration of the local Zionist regions and the final election will be according the consideration of the advisory planning committee for youth. The advisory planning committee is to meet within six months of the conclusion of the 35th Zionist Congress, in order to establish issues to include, amongst others, criteria for election, process of review, timetables, etc.

33.
Establishment of a Young Generation Taskforce 

Whereas
The WZO adopted a number of resolutions calling upon the integration of the young generation into the institutions of the WZO, including resolution 23 and 24 of the ZGC XXXIV/4 (June 2005), and

Whereas
these resolutions, in the main, were not fulfilled,

It is hereby resolved that the Zionist Executive establish a task force of the young generation to review in depth all relevant resolutions adopted during and since the 34th Zionist Congress, and to consider how to bring to realisation these resolutions, and to present a report, no later that the next session of the ZGC.

It is further resolved that at least 25% of this task force be between the ages of 18 and 30.

34.     The involvement of the youth

In order to increase the participation of the young generation in the Zionist movement, The Zionist Congress calls for the convening every four years, around the time of the Zionist Congress, of a world Zionist conference of the young generation.

35.
Development of Young Leadership for the Jewish People

The Zionist Congress resolves that there is a need to increase the activities to develop young leadership of the Jewish people, including Jewish-Zionist leadership for the State of Israel.

For this need, the Congress resolves:

1. To approach all Jewish communities, organisations and streams to act to increase number of youth in the leadership of bodies, with the aim of having 35% of executive members being under the age of thirty-five.

2. To recommend to all Jewish communities, organisations and streams to facilitate seminars, stage programmes and additional activities considering Jewish student organisations, to develop young-Jewish leadership, with an emphasis on breaking into those young people who are not actively involved in the community.

3. The WZO resolves to grant assistance and support to the initiatives of young people organising to fulfil leadership positions within the Jewish people.

4. The WZO resolves to establish a committee to process a detailed proposal for a resolution to the ZGC on the establishment of "A College of Jewish Leadership".

5. The Congress calls on the Zionist Council in Israel to increase its activities in the development of young Zionist leadership amongst Israeli society and to double the number of graduates of the leadership programme it has established.

6. The Congress sees in the Zionist Council in Israel an important arm in the deepening of the Jewish-Zionist character of Israel and calls upon the WZO to continue to develop the Tsameret youth movement of the council, the Zionist College, the pre-army preparatory programme for leadership "Amichai", the many and varied branch forums that exist within the framework of the Zionist Council.

7. The World Zionist Congress sees as greatly positive the activities of the Druse Zionist Council working to bring closer the gap between Jews and Druse and the integration of the community within Israeli society.

The Congress calls upon the WZO and the Jewish Agency to encourage and support the "Brit Hayim" project run by the Zionist Council in Israel.

36.
The Integration of the youth into the National Institutions 

The Zionist Congress places upon the Zionist Executive to establish a committee, under the chair of the Chair of the Zionist Executive.

The committee is to be made up of youth until the age of 35, who are not from amongst the members of the Zionist Executive, which will reflect the range of factions in the Zionist movement.

The committee will prepare recommendations for the integration of the youth into the national institutions.

The recommendations will be brought to the next ZGC, and if there should be such a need to the Committee for the Renewal of the Constitution.

E.
EDUCATION

37. 
Jewish and Identity Education

Whereas
the Jerusalem, Program establishes, within the framework of Zionist foundations, the strengthening of Israel as a Jewish-Zionist democratic state and its shaping as having unique spiritual values based on mutual respect of all segments of the Jewish People, and

Whereas
the Government of Israel adopted the report of the Shenhar Committee which found the need to base the teaching of Jewish tradition in state schools through a pluralistic approach, and

Whereas
 the principles of the report have not been implemented in the past years despite the cries of educational and cultural organisations, and

Whereas
JAFI and additional Diaspora Jewish bodies support the activities of these organisations,

The WZO calls upon the Government of Israel to return and demonstrate its commitment to the principles of the report and work towards its speedy implementation.

The WZO calls upon the Government of Israel to strengthen the educational and cultural organisations and the students, and support their activities with the aim of strengthening the Jewish and Zionist identity of Jewish state school students in Israel, and students in tertiary education institutions, from a global point of varied views, tolerant and non coercive.

38.      Hebrew Language education

The Zionist Congress directs the Zionist Executive to establish a world framework of Hebrew ulpanim via computer and internet networks.

As well, the Zionist Congress calls for the declaration of a Hebrew Language day in every Jewish Community throughout the world.

39.   Strengthening of the Bond between the Jews of Israel and the Diaspora

The Zionist Congress calls for the strengthening of the bond between the Jewish citizens of Israel and the Jews of the Diaspora.

40.       Strengthening Jewish-Zionist Identity in Israel

The Jewish People have a common destiny despite differences of opinion and differing outlooks. We are all  bound to the continued existence of the Jewish People and securing the future of the State of Israel.

The Zionist Congress calls upon the Government of Israel and the Ministry of Education to increase the education towards Jewish and Zionist identity and the love of the land and the strengthening of cultural values and Jewish traditions  through increasing study hours allowed for these subjects in schools, universities and the Zionist youth movements.

41.       Involvement of the WZO in Israeli Society

Whereas
the character of Israeli society, and the absorption of immigrants within the society, are a major issue of the Zionist movement, according to the renewed Jerusalem Program of the XXIV/2 ZGC, and

Whereas
The 34th Zionist Congress adopted a number of resolutions in this matter (2-4, 71-81) which were not implemented, and

Whereas
Today the WZO has no means of implementing these resolutions, including those relating to laws within the Knesset,

It is resolved:

That the Zionist Executive and the Presidium of the ZGC will establish a joint forum on the character of Israeli society which, amongst other things, will act as a lobby of the WZO in matters listed in the Jerusalem Program, including ensuring Israel as a democratic Jewish State and its building as an exemplary society.

42.
Strengthening of Identity and Commitment

The Zionist movement from its outset, sees as its responsibility to all of Israel and the unity of Israel as a major and necessary foundation in the strengthening and responsibility towards the Jewish State in the Land of Israel, based on the activity of the Zionist Executive.

The 35th Zionist Congress today resolves to direct on the Zionist Executive to prepare:

· A worldwide strategic plan to strengthen and deepen Jewish solidarity in all of the people, especially in the State of Israel.

· An operative plan to nurture and deepen the ties between the communal and the organisational spiritual leadership in the Diaspora and between leadership and society in Israel.

43.        Examining the Involvement of Jewish Communities, and additional organisations and Youth Movements in the Zionist Movement

Whereas 
All Synagogues and communities in Israel and the Diaspora are a central focus of influence, and

Whereas 
Rabbis and communal leaders have a Jewish and Zionist influence on their members, and

Whereas 
the Zionist Federations are the operational arm of the WZO in all its forms,

The 35th Zionist Congress resolves:

1. To initiate Zionist activity in the Synagogues and Jewish communities throughout the world

2. To assist in the establishment of a worldwide internet site of Synagogues and communities to distribute through the site, Zionist and Israeli hasbara

3. To encourage organised trips to Israel from Synagogues and communities and the promotion of Aliyah to Israel

4. To include representative of Synagogues and religious organisations in the leadership of local and regional Zionist Federations

5. To initiate joint activities with the Zionist Federations to strengthen Zionist ideology in Synagogues and communities.

44.             Inclusion of the Jewish Communities

The struggle against assimilation is common to all Jewish organisations in Israel and in the Diaspora, the worry of the distancing of Jews is common to all.

The assimilation is caused partly by the lack of knowledge of Jewish culture and tradition, which is not part of the global world and the existential experience of world Jewry, necessitates immediate action to include all bodies and organisation in the world in education and awareness, in order to prevent assimilation.

Whereas the struggle against assimilation is common to all sectors of the Jewish people

The Zionist Congress resolves:

1. To ascertain means of cooperation between all Jewish and international organisations, the Jewish communities in each country and the Zionist Federations in the struggle against assimilation.

2. To organise a "summit" meeting of all organisations to discuss cooperation in the struggle against assimilation through means of formal and informal education

3. The Zionist Executive is to present a programme for this meeting within six months of the Zionist Congress, to the Presidium of the ZGC, and to implement it within one year of the Zionist Congress.

45.       Developing the Zionist Dimension in Education

The formal and informal Jewish education of the youth and graduates and Jewish family education as a whole, form the basis of the development of Jewish identity and the strengthening of identity and belonging to the Jewish People and the nurturing of the awareness of Zionism.

Accordingly, The 35th Zionist Congress resolves to impose upon the Zionist Executive to present to the first session of the ZGC a strategic and operative programme to develop, expand and raise the Zionism dimension within Jewish education, founded on Jewish heritage, tradition, history and culture.

46. 
Global Jewish Curriculum

Whereas 
Education is the foundation and building block of the Jewish people; and

Whereas 
Jewish values are embedded in our educational system and education is among the highest priorities for the continuity of our people; and

Whereas 
Jewish education is also the basis of the bridge between Jews the world over;

Be it resolved: that members of the World Zionist Organization, Zionist Federations and Movements call upon the Jewish Agency to:

1. Create a Committee to develop a Global Jewish Core Curriculum by 2008, comprised of leading educational scholars, organizations and philanthropic entities

2. Identify timeframes to implement said curriculum and train the requisite number of teachers throughout the global Jewish community 

3. Explore the allocation of seed funds from existing Jewish Agency educational funds

4. Empower a separate entity to raise the supplemental funds necessary to implement this curriculum

· Funding would be sourced through a partnership of the following: Jewish Agency, Ministry of Education, Education-oriented Foundations 

· Concurrently focus on training and developing individuals to volunteer within the community to teach this core curriculum. 

As guiding principles, such a "core curriculum" would be implemented within all Israeli and global Jewish day schools and would be composed of the following:

· General subjects (including Hebrew language and literature)

· Sections on the Diaspora as part of Jewish culture, so that children in Israel may 

 
attain an appreciation of its importance and at the same time, co-ordinate the 

 
syllabi of Jewish schools in the Diaspora with the core curriculum in Israel, so that 

 
Jewish children throughout the world have a shared common core of education.

· Two 12-year-long courses on the Bible and Jewish History. (First through 12th grade)

· Bible: Forms the basis of Judaism and Jewish tradition and the foundation of Jewish literature/language, and Holocaust studies. 

· Jewish history and tradition: Beginning from Abraham through Zionism; a particular emphasis on the Jewish holidays, prayers and customs within the context of history. 

47. 
Connecting Israel Program Alumni to Zionist Organizations

Whereas 
Traveling and experiencing Israel first-hand can be instrumental in shaping the Jewish and Zionist identity of anyone, and

Whereas 
birthright, MASA and similar short and long term youth trips to Israel provide excellent initial points of contact for young people to Israel, and

Whereas 
Only modest follow-up exists to help these young people build a further connection with the Zionist Movement and the Jewish People once they return, and

Whereas 
The infusion of young people into the WZO is essential for the reinvigoration of the Zionist Movement. 

Be it resolved that:

I. The World Zionist Organization commends the birthright israel and MASA programs on its accomplishments

II. The Zionist Youth Movements and the youth of Zionist Organizations and Federations, and anyone so wishing, shall receive birthright and MASA alumni contact information in order to introduce these alumni to the work and philosophy of the many and varied Zionist Organizations, Zionist Federations and Zionist Movements. 

The publication of addresses will be according to the laws of Israel

III. Follow up projects for these new members will be the responsibility of the particular Zionist organizations, Zionist Federations and Zionist Movements. 

IV. The World Zionist Organization calls on the birthright funders to be active monitors of the follow up projects to help ensure the dissemination of the alumni information.

48. 
Jewish Zionist Education

Against globalization in the fields of education and culture there is proven importance in increasing Jewish Zionist activity amongst the younger generation.

Whereas 
Jewish Zionist education stands at the top of the strategic order of priorities of the Zionist Jewish movement, it is upon the State of Israel as the central factor in the organised Jewish life to work to widen Zionist education of the Jewish young generation throughout the world.

Education targets are to be established, including, amongst others: widening the knowledge of Jewish history, culture and Jewish tradition, and to give the educational tools to the younger generation to battle assimilation, anti-Semitism and racism.

In order to implement this task, the 35th Zionist Congress instructs the Chair and the treasurer of the WZO to act to increase the map of shlichut in cooperation with representatives of the Zionist movement.

49. 
Granting of Higher Education

Whereas 
We must relate to academic education as a means of social development and economic prosperity, and

Whereas 
The social gap within the sectors of Israeli society are continuing to widen

Be it resolved that:

The Zionist Congress calls upon the Government of Israel and the National Institutions to ensure education and tertiary education for all Israeli children, Olim and veterans. Accordingly, quality programmes must be developed and implemented and financial resources directed to the funding of higher education for all citizens of the state.

50. 
World Zionist Organization Public Relations and Education Campaign

Whereas
 Low voter turnout for the election of delegates to the 35th World Zionist Congress indicates a general lack of awareness of the existence and contemporary relevance of the World Zionist Organization, and

Whereas 
The lack of information about the work and achievements of the World Zionist Organization leads to apathy which threatens the structure and vitality of the Zionist Movement.

Be it resolved that the World Zionist Organization’s department of Hagshama will create and implement an education and public relations campaign throughout the year which specifically, but not exclusively, targets youth, and to report accordingly to the ZGC.

51. 
Full Funding for birthright israel 

Whereas 
Experiencing Israel first-hand can be instrumental in shaping the Jewish and Zionist identity of anyone who travels to Israel, and

Whereas 
birthright israel has proven to be a huge success in bringing Jewish youth to Israel, and

Whereas 
The number of applicants to birthright Israel consistently exceeds the capacity of the program thus denying the opportunity to a large number of youth,

Be it resolved that the World Zionist Organization commends the birthright israel program on its accomplishments.

Be it resolved that the World Zionist Organization and the Zionist Movements and Federations will to do everything in their power, including necessary funding, to meet the target of 100% penetration so that every Jewish youth will have the Israel experience.

52. 
The Struggle against Assimilation

Whereas Assimilation amongst world Jewry is the greatest threat to the continued existence of the Jewish people in the Diaspora,

Be it resolved that   The Zionist Congress calls upon the National Institutions to unify power and resources to implement a unified strategy to struggle against assimilation and to recognise and respect the religious multi facetedness of the Jewish people.

F.
Tolerance within Israeli Society

53. 
The State of Israel's Arab Citizens

Whereas
In the Declaration of Independence it is established that the State of Israel will " foster the development of the country for the benefit of all its inhabitants; it will be based on freedom, justice and peace as envisaged by the prophets of Israel; it will ensure complete equality of social and political rights to all its inhabitants irrespective of religion, race or sex", and

Whereas
There is no dispute on the major gap between Israeli Arab, Druse and Circassian citizens, and Jewish Israeli citizens in a wide range of measurements of quality of life, economy, public sector resources, integration within governmental and public institutions, and

Whereas
These gaps were specifically noted in government decisions and in the Government Committee of Inquiry headed by Supreme Court Justice Theodore Orr, and

Whereas
The Jerusalem Program establishes within the foundations of Zionism the creation of the State of Israel as a Jewish-Zionist and democratic State and its shaping as an exemplary society

The WZO calls upon the government of Israel to act urgently to implement its decisions to reduce the gaps between the Arab citizens and the Jewish citizens in the State of Israel in all areas of life.

The WZO sees the advancement of mutual existence and dialogue between its Arab, Druse, Circassian and Jewish citizens as an important and relevant Zionist goal which will assist in the strengthening of Israeli society. 

The WZO rejects all signs of racism, against individuals, communities and sectors in Israeli society.

 THE WZO directs its representatives in the institutions of JAFI to act to advance the integration of Israeli Arabs in the envisaged plans to strengthen Israeli society and advancing its welfare and education, with an emphasis on the activities of JAFI within the framework of the Partnership 2000 projects.

54.    Freedom of Marriage in Israel

Whereas
In the basic law- human dignity and freedom, enacted in the Knesset, the basic rights of Israeli residents are clearly detailed, and

Whereas
the Jerusalem, Program establishes, within the framework of Zionist foundations, the strengthening of Israel as a Jewish-Zionist democratic state and its shaping as having unique spiritual values based on mutual respect of all segments of the Jewish People, and

Whereas
some 300,000 citizens of the State of Israel, the vast majority olim from the FSU and former Eastern Bloc States, are barred from marrying in the State of Israel, and

Whereas
There is no possibility in Israel to marry outside the framework of the official religious bodies, harming the basic freedom of Israeli citizens,

The WZO calls upon the Knesset and the Government of Israel to act to establish additional means of marriage and divorce alongside the existing framework, reflecting the multiple facets of Israeli society and bring to practical expression values of pluralism and religious tolerance.

55.    Society in Israel

The strengthening of Israel as an exemplary society is one of the foundations stones of the Zionist movement.

The Jerusalem Program demands that the WZO and JAFI, via the Department for Israel, to add substance to the activities of the department in strengthening Israeli society, reduction of gaps and a society of solidarity, a society based on the vision of the Prophets aiming for peace and tikun olam, in which the Jews of the Diaspora will aim to participate. 

Whereas
the rate of poverty in Israel, as published annually by the Central Bureau of Statistics, present a real threat to the existence of a united society, and the development of the Zionist enterprise, in the State of Israel, and

Whereas
one of the foundations of the Jerusalem Program is the development of an exemplary society, and the nurturing of mutual Jewish commitment, and

Whereas
there is a need to relate to the economic distress as one of the factors leading to emigration from Israel

The Zionist Congress resolves:

1. To call upon the National Institutions to strengthen Israeli Society, and to   

place the battle against poverty in Israel as a major priority of the Jewish World in Israel and in the Diaspora.

2.
The Zionist Congress calls upon the National Institutions, in cooperation with private organisation in Israel and the Diaspora, in order to find places of employment, and educational programmes in order to eliminate poverty in Israel.

3.
The Zionist Congress, through the Israel Department, recommends to prepare a five year plan, within six months, from the day of closing of the Zionist Congress, and to present it to the Zionist Executive and the Board of Governors.

4.
The Zionist Congress calls upon the Jewish Institutions to act to raise resources to battle poverty in Israel, within Diaspora Jewry and to cooperate with the Government of Israel, in developing social and employment solutions, that will bring an end to the trend of poverty in Israel.

56.    Interaction of Diaspora Jewry with the State of Israel

The decisions of the Government of Israel have a major influence on the life of Diaspora Jewry.

The Zionist Congress calls upon the Government of Israel to take into account this factor in the process of decision making, and to cooperate with world Jewry in matters relating to the image of the State of Israel.

57.      Children of Mixed Marriages

Whereas
the number of children of mixed marriages is increasing within the Jewish communities of the world, and

Whereas
there is amongst these children and youth identification with the Zionist enterprise, and

Whereas
There is a feeling amongst them of detachment from the side of the Jewish community and its institutions,

Be it resolved:

The Zionist Congress calls upon the Zionist Federations, the institutions of the Jewish communities, and the youth movements to find a means to integrate children of mixed marriages into the Zionist enterprise.

58.      Examining the Participation of Jewish Communities, Organisations and Additional Movements in the Zionist Movement

Whereas

1. To hold personal democratic elections for the Zionist Congress in each country and in each place from where delegates are sent to the Zionist Congress.

2. Only those people who sign the Jerusalem Program and paid the required membership fee, in accordance with the Constitution and regulations as determined by the Central Elections Committee, will be permitted to participate in the elections

3. The 35th Zionist Congress resolves that in those countries where elections are not held, as required, there will be no right to have delegates at the Zionist Congress.

In order to implement this resolution the Zionist Congress calls for the preparation of an emergency programme within six months, through the Aliyah Department and the Government of Israel, to ease the hardship of the Ethiopian community in Israel, and to integrate them into Israeli society.

The Settlement Division will act to establish new communal frameworks for the evacuees.

The Zionist Congress calls upon the Government of Israel to continue to act with full vigour and determination in their rehabilitation and their renewed integration in all circles of society in Israel.

3. To form groups of jurists whose role would be to lodge complaints and initiate prosecution against political, media, or other bodies which disseminate anti-Semitic and anti-Zionist hatred;

4. To establish, in conjunction with the World Union of Jewish Students and other Jewish student Zionist organizations, an apparatus to monitor anti-Semitic and anti-Zionist activity on the college campuses and to expose the disseminators of hate propaganda, and to provide students of all ages with information and strategies to respond to anti-Semitism and anti-Zionism on and off college campuses;

Be it resolved that:

The Zionist Congress directs the Zionist Federations to lead the struggle against world anti-Semitism and racism, and for this, calls upon the Zionist Executive to place for the use of the Zionist Federations, all possible financial resources possible.

Advocacy for Jews from Arab Lands

In the years immediately surrounding the establishment of the State of Israel and after subsequent Arab-Israel wars, Arab governments -- acting in direct response to Zionism — imprisoned, executed and organized waves of pogroms against members of their Jewish communities. In the process, they displaced almost one million Jews from their ancient homes and confiscated their property with no compensation. Today, only a few thousand Jews remain in the Arab world. The State of Israel has absorbed most of these refugees, and

Whereas 
The story of the Jews from Arab lands has been virtually left out of the modern narrative of the Middle East and their rights have not been addressed, and

Whereas 
As Zionists we are committed to defending the rights of Jews as individuals and as a nation. 

Be it resolved that members of the World Zionist Organization, Zionist Federations and Movements tell the story of Jews from Arab lands and call upon their governments to help seek international recognition of the grievances and injustices suffered by Jews from Arab lands.

Taking Steps against Global anti-Semitism

Whereas
 There has been a rise in acts of violence perpetrated against Jewish institutions, synagogues and Jewish individuals around the world, including in some of the world’s strongest democracies, and

Whereas
 A preponderance of these acts have occurred in Europe, just 60 years after the Shoah, and whereas history has recorded that when governments fail to act against anti-Semitism, democracy and the values of civilization are threatened, intolerance swells and other groups are targeted until the entire fabric of society falls victim to oppression and hatred, and

Whereas 
It is incumbent upon democratic governments to protect the civil rights of its citizens using all methods possible means to combat these waves of anti-Semitic attacks, and

Whereas
 Anti-Semitism in old forms and new is increasing in the Arab and Muslim world, including in media, broadcasts, school books and other materials published by government-owned entities. 

Be it resolved that members of the World Zionist Organization, Zionist Federations and Movements call upon their governments to: 

* actively pursue the criminals who commit these hate crimes;

*promote educational programs on combating anti-Semitism and Holocaust remembrance; 

*call upon Muslim and Christian religious leaders to publicly denounce anti-Semitic attacks; and to call upon Arab governments to stop publishing anti-Semitic propaganda in their official media and to cease the teaching of hatred of Jews to school children.

The Iranian Threat

The Zionist Congress sees in the statements and the intentions of the Iranian leadership a threat on the existence of the State of Israel and the Zionist enterprise.

 The government of Iran has repeatedly called for Israel’s destruction, denied the Holocaust and sponsored terrorism, and

 Iran is quickly approaching the point at which it will have the capability to produce nuclear weapons. Iran’s nuclear ambitions pose a threat to the entire world, and

Whereas
 It is our common responsibility to ensure a secure state of Israel, to battle all manifestations of anti-Semitism and to contribute to the betterment of the world. 

Be it resolved that members of the World Zionist Organization, Zionist Federations and Movements call upon their governments to take every action to end the Iranian threat. 

The Zionist Congress strengthens the Government of Israel, the security services in its struggle against the Iranian threat and the continued security of the State of Israel and the existence of the Zionist enterprise.

The seat of the Executive of the WZO is in Jerusalem, and

Problems of communications and accessibility require members of the executive today to be present personally at meetings of the executive,

Be it resolved  that the Zionist Executive implement a programme to use all of the following technological means to communicate: Conference calls – telephone and video; but no restricted only to these means.

Policy on Keren Kayemet L'Israel

Whereas 
the Keren Kayemeth L'Yisrael (hereinafter: KKL) was established in 1901 at the Fifth World Zionist Congress in Basle Switzerland, which served to strengthen the harmony between the Jewish people and its historic homeland Eretz Yisrael, and 

Whereas, 
for more than a century the KKL has served as the Jewish People's trustee of the land of Israel, responsible for land acquisition, protection, and Jewish settlement from the border in the north to the Arava in the south, and

Whereas, 
the KKL has historically had as one of it’s primary goals, “the maintenance of Israel’s environmental balance and the improvement of the quality of life in Israel…”, as incorporated in the Covenant dated April 29, 1999, signed at a World Conference of JNF/KKL Leaders, (hereinafter “the Covenant” )and

Whereas, 

In 2005 the KKL Board of Directors unanimously approved position papers adopting policies for sustainable development in the activities of the KKL, 

The Zionist Congress supports the following detailed principles, and recommends to the KKL Board of Directors to implement them in their entirety:

1. The Keren Kayemeth L'Yisrael shall continue its policies based on sustainable development, ensuring environmental responsibility in its activities and maximum preservation of open spaces in Israel. KKL shall continue to support the policy documents that have been adopted by the Board of Directors regarding sustainable development, including its commitment to consideration of environmental impacts of its activities, reduction of pesticides, evaluation of the effectiveness of reservoirs, improving water quality in the context of stream restoration and preservation of biodiversity in its activities.

2. As articulated in its recently adopted sustainability policies and in the Covenant wherein KKL pledged to continue, among its primary goals to “greening the state of Israel through the creation, maintenance and improvement of the forests of Israel as well as development of forest technology…”, KKL shall remain committed to afforestation, assume an annual afforestation budget no lower than the 2000 budget adjusting for inflation, and at levels ensuring a replenishment of natural and human losses, as well as an expansion of forests, and restoration of natural eco-systems. The research budget for forest related technology and water management will be increased to support this goal. 

3.KKL shall continue to zealously protect the reserves of land dedicated to forests in the context of National Master Plan 22. KKL shall continue to demand a substitute for each dunam of land removed from an area designated forest with an alternative dunam of land.

4. As articulated in its sustainability policies and in the Covenant wherein KKL pledged to continue, among its primary goals to “improving Israel’s river systems, as well as the public use of areas surrounding these rivers…” The KKL shall remain committed to stream restoration, and increase its annual allocation to stream restoration activities, which will be encouraged as a priority fundraising effort for KKL and JNF organizations worldwide. 

5. As articulated in the Covenant wherein KKL pledged to continue, among its primary goals to “the planning development, and implementation of various projects in the nation interests of the people of Israel” The KKL shall be required to conduct Environmental Impact Assessments for all new development and construction projects, and report all findings to its Sustainable Development Committee for review. In cases where serious concerns are raised, the Sustainable Development Committee shall request an Environmental Impact Statement before granting approval for a project. The format and contents of the Environmental Impact Statement shall conform to the new Israeli regulations, promulgated in 2004. The Sustainable Development Committee shall work over the next 12 months to adopt procedures to determine which activities require an Environmental Impact Statement.

6. The KKL Director General shall in consultation with environmental professionals shall, within 12 months, submit to the KKL board a sustainable transportation policy that provides incentives to workers for not using private vehicles, encouraging public transportation, bicycles and carpooling, and ensures optimal air quality standards among its vehicles.

7. As articulated in the Covenant wherein KKL pledged to continue, among its primary goals to “planning and implementation of Zionist, ecological and other educational programs…” KKL and JNF organizations world wide shall continue to advance Zionist, ecological and environmental education in their programming. 

80.    Implementing Impact Studies on the Environment

Whereas The WZO assisted in the successful establishment and development of the State of Israel, and

Whereas The WZO defines the "Connection of the Jewish People to its historical homeland, the Land of Israel" as the basis of Zionism, and

Whereas The preservation and protection of the Land of Israel are Biblical commandments, and presently, stand by themselves as truly being Zionist principles, 

And from here, there is the need to preserve and protect Eretz Israel, and the historical sites and the holy Jewish sites to deepen the vision of the WZO towards a healthy and prosperous Jewish state and to reduce as much as possible unexpected expenses resulting from poor planning.

Be it resolved:

1. In order to ensure that projects of the WZO are to have positive impact without a negative impact on the natural resources of the State of Israel, all development projects receiving funding frorm sources of the WZO, including those of the Settlement Division, will from now be subject to environmental impact assessment to be undertaken by a qualified environmental advisor.

2. The environmental impact assessment will serve as an initial review in order to determine whether there is significant danger and will include:

ii. Check as to whether there is, in the site that is being surveyed, any specific sensitivity which must be taken into account the prior to the start of the project

iii. A review of the negative influences that may develop from the above project (It is possible to use also examples from previous similar projects)

iv. A summation of any positive influences that may develop (e.g. reduction of air pollution) including steps that are meant to reduce the environmental impact (such as existing building styles)

v. Specific actions such as choosing alternate sites or alternate techniques that could assist in reducing the danger to the environment

3.   The Zionist Congress is commited to support and encourage environmentally friendly

     settlements, according to the laws of Israel.

4. Projects demonstrating significant environmental danger will require an environmental impact statement.  The study will be an exact test according to the principles established in the Israeli Planning and Building (Environmental Impacts Statement Regulations), 2003.

Taking Action against the Genocide in Darfur, and similar trends

Whereas 
The Holocaust was a defining moment in Jewish history, imbuing the Jewish people with a unique empathy for victims of genocide, and 

Whereas 
The genocide in Darfur is the first in the 21st century. As of this moment, massive atrocities are being perpetrated against civilians by Sudanese government forces, and their proxy militia, known as Janjaweed. The Janjaweed campaign of terror has included the indiscriminate killing of civilians, the total destruction of villages, looting, massive displacement of the population, systematic rape and torture. 400,000 people have died in Darfur thus far. 3.5 million people are now hungry in the region and 2.5 million have been displaced due to violence, and

Whereas 
As Zionists, we are committed to shaping an exemplary society with a unique moral and spiritual character, striving for peace and contributing to the betterment of the world. 

Be it resolved that members of the World Zionist Organization, Zionist Federations and Zionist Movements call upon their governments to urge the United Nations to create a broader multi-national force on the ground in Darfur to protect the civilian population from Janjaweed terrorist attacks. 

Be it further resolved that the Government of Israel evaluate its stand towards the issue of Sudanese refugees and displaced people.

Road Safety 

 

Statement: Published statistics in Israel, regarding the number of men, women and children who have been injured and killed due to traffic accident are appalling. For example, in 2003, 451 people were killed, including 83 children and another 645 children sustained serious injuries as a result of road accidents.  The annual toll of those killed and injured exceeds by far, the number of Israelis killed or wounded in all of Israel’s wars and terror attacks. Recognizing the many issues involved, the Delegates to the 35th World Zionist Congress

Support communicating to appropriate Israeli governmental officials the need to create a system of better enforcement of speed rate limitations, the strict enforcement of the requirement that any use of cell phones within a moving vehicle must be by means of a hands free cell phone system, the enforcement of helmet requirements for all motorcycle and bicycle users, and enforcing mandatory use of child restraints in all moving vehicles.
