Federations to take their rightful place within the structure of the WZO. Said plan to be submitted to the first meeting of the Zionist General Council in 2003," and 

Whereas no action has been taken regarding the implementation of Resolutions #40, #41, and #43 in any of these areas,

Be it hereby resolved that the Zionist Executive and the Presidium jointly facilitate the appointment by July 31, 2004, of a Task Force on the Status of the Zionist Federations, which will include among its members at least three heads of Zionist Federations. The said committee shall issue a report on it its findings and recommendations no later than four months after its establishment.

It is hereby resolved:
1. The Zionist General Council rejects any attempt to bring about approval of partial constitutional amendment proposals which are incompatible with the rest of the Constitution’s clauses.

2. The Zionist General Council supports the decision of the 34th Zionist Congress, and charges the Zionist Executive with submitting a comprehensive proposal to amend the Constitution for approval by the Zionist General Council within a period of 6 months, and not later than the next session of the Zionist General Council.

3. The Presidium of the Zionist General Council and the Zionist Executive are hereby authorized by the Zionist General Council to convene an extraordinary session of the Zionist General Council, in order to consider an appropriate time frame and to determine a comprehensive proposal for a constitutional amendment.

4. The steering committee chairperson will convene the committee within 30 days from the end of the Zionist E General Council session.

5. Until this process is completed, the Constitution, its interpretations and procedures shall remain in effect.

Draft Resolution 2/2 (A)

Submitted by the Zionist Executive

Elections to the Zionist Congress
Proposed Amendment – Article 19, Section 1 and Article 21, Section 1
(a) Proposed to delete section 1 of article 19 and to replace it with the following wording:
“The delegates shall be elected in each voting area (country) in direct and secret general elections.”

(b) Proposed to add to the beginning of sections 2 and 3 of article 19 the words “subject to section 1 above …”

(c) Proposed to add to the beginning of article 21, section1, the words 

“notwithstanding that written in article 19, section 1 above …”

Explanation

The proposal to change article 19 and article 21, section 1 arises from the need to ensure the establishment of general elections, direct and secret to the Zionist Congress throughout the world. If the proposal is accepted, it will not be permitted, for example, to hold indirect elections, as is done in a number of countries today. There is no intention in this proposed change to affect the principle established in Article 21 in the Constitution – that no elections to Congress shall be held in the State of Israel.

The Rules for Elections will be corrected accordingly.

The Current Wording:
Article 19,  Section 1

The delegates shall be elected in each electoral area (country) in accordance with a method consistent with generally accepted democratic principles.

Section 2

In an electoral area (country) in which one Zionist Territorial Organization is operating as a Member of the World Zionist Organization, the body authorised by the Area Election Committee shall determine the method of election not later than six months before the opening of the Congress, unless the Presidium of the General Council decides to shorten the above time limit, if necessary.

Section 3

In an electoral area (country) in which no Zionist Territorial Organization is operating as a Member of the World Zionist Organization, the method of elections shall be determined by the groups represented at the preceding Congress not later than six months before the opening of the Congress, unless the Presidium of the General Council decides ro shorten the above time limit, if necessary.

Section 4

Details shall be laid down in the Regulations for the Implementation of the Constitution 

Article 21, Section 1

No elections to Congress shall be held in the State of Israel. The Committee for Determining the Representation shall appoint the delegates in accordance with the relative strength of the Zionist parties in the last Knesset elected prior to the opening of the Congress. A party in the Knesset which adheres to or advocates discrimination based on origin, nationality or race, shall not be represented at Congress.

Draft Resolution 2/3 (B)

Elections to the Zionist Congress

Proposed amendment – Article 20

Option A

To add a new section 4 in article 20, as follows:

“A Central Elections Committee shall be established to be responsible to ensure the running of elections in each voting area. Notwithstanding that written in section 3 above, it shall have the authority to take all measures necessary to hold elections in the case where, due to actions or oversight of the Zionist Federation or of the Area Elections Committee, there is a suspicion that elections will not be held.

Details will be determined in the Rules for the Elections to the Zionist Congress.

Option B

Add a new section 4 to Article 20, as follows:

“A Central Elections Committee shall be established to be responsible to ensure the running of elections in each voting area. The makeup of the Central Elections Committee shall be as follows: Chair and two additional members to be appointed by the President of the Zionist Supreme Court; additional members whose numbers shall be determined by the Presidium of the Zionist General Council and appointed by the factions of the Zionist General Council according to the relative strength of the faction in the Zionist General Council. Each faction shall be represented on the Committee by at least one representative. The Chair shall appoint in each voting area, apart from Israel, a professional body to run the elections.”

Explanation

The proposal gives authority to the Central Elections Committee to ensure that elections are held in each country. In the event that, due to actions or oversight of the Zionist Federation or of the Area Elections Committee, there is a suspicion elections will not be held, the Central Elections Committee will have the authority to intervene.

Current Wording

Article 20, Section 1

For the proper implementation of the provisions relating to Congress elections there shall be constituted an Area Election Committee. Its composition and other matters relating to elections shall be determined by rules enacted by the body which determined the method of elections (Article 19, Sections 2 and 3).

Section 2

In electoral areas (countries) in which a single Zionist Territorial Organization is operating, its Executive Committee or a body authorised by it may discharge the functions of the Area Election Committee.

Section 3

The Area Election Committee shall be responsible for the conduct of the Congress elections in the area in respect of which it is constituted.

Proposal for change – Article 18

Option A

(a) Proposed to number the existing article 18 as section1 and to change it as follows:

Proposed to add the words “half of…” before the words “number of delegates” such that the first section of article 18 shall read:

“The Council shall set up, two years before Congress meets, a Committee to determine half of the number of delegates for each Electoral Area, with the exception of the Electoral Areas of Israel and the United States of America.”

The rest of the section shall remain as is.

(b) Proposed to add a new section 2 to article 18, with the following wording:

“The Central Elections Committee shall determine for each electoral area, apart from the electoral areas of Israel and the United States, the number of additional delegates in accordance with the number of people participating in the election to the Zionist Congress, relative to all the voters in all election areas, apart from the electoral areas of Israel and the United States.

Details will be determined in the Regulations for the Implementation of the Constitution.

Option B

(a) Proposed to number the existing article 18 as section1 and to change as follows:

Proposed to add the words “a third of …” before the words “number of delegates” such that the first sentence of article 18 shall read:

“The Council shall set up, two years before the Congress meets, a Committee to determine a third of the number of delegates for each Electoral Area, with the exception of the Electoral Areas of Israel and the United States of America.”

The rest of the section shall remain as is.

(b) Proposed to add a new section 2 to article 18 with the following wording:

“ The Central Elections Committee shall determine for each electoral area, apart from the electoral areas of Israel and the United States, the number of additional delegates in accordance with the number of eligible voters in each region, relative to the number of all eligible voters in each electoral area, apart from the electoral areas of Israel and the United States. The total number of delegates shall equal to the number distributed according to section 1 above. 

The number of additional delegates in each electoral area, apart from the electoral areas of Israel and the United States, shall be determined by the Central Elections 

Committee in accordance with the number of participants in the elections to the Zionist Congress relative to all the voters in all electoral areas, apart from the electoral areas of Israel and the United States, provided that the number of voters was more than half the number of the number of eligible voters in the same electoral area. The total number of delegates thus determined shall be equal to the number allotted according to section 1 above.”

Details will be determined in the Regulations for the Implementation of the Constitution.

Explanation

The aim of the proposal is to bring about the establishment of a true membership drive or encourage actual participation in the elections, which will be an incentive to enlarge the representation of the Zionist Federations at the Zionist Congress, whilst keeping a minimal representation to be determined by the Committee for Determining the Number of Mandates, according to the criteria existing today, as published in Regulation 2 of the Regulations for the Implementation of the Constitution.

Current Wording:

Article 18

The Council shall set up, two years before Congress meets, a Committee to determine the number of delegates for each Electoral Area, with the exception of the Electoral Areas of Israel and the United States of America. Zionists in the Diaspora shall be suitably represented on this Committee. Appeals against the decision of the Committee may be lodged with the Zionist Supreme Court.

Elections for the Zionist Congress

Proposed change – Article 7 (a) 

It is proposed to delete the last sentence of article 7 (a) and replace it with the following sentence:

 “However, any body being a branch of a faction of the Congress, which presents an application to join the Zionist Federation and accepts the Constitution of the Federations and the program of the World Zionist Organization and its aims, shall be deemed a member of that Federation, from the time of applying for membership.”

Explanation

Today, despite that written in the existing article 7(a), under which the Federation is not permitted to refuse membership of a body which is a branch of a faction of the Zionist Congress, in practice some of the Federations do not allow new bodies to join. This harms the ability of that body to be part of the activities of the Zionist Federation.

Current wording:

Article 7(a)
(a) Admit as a member every Zionist body and individual who accept the Constitution of the Federation and the Program of the World Zionist Organization unless in the opinion of the Federation there exists a weighty reason against such admission. A Federation is not entitled to refuse the admission of a body affiliated with a Zionist World Union.

And whereas
The World Zionist Organization’s mission is to ensure the security of Jews around 

 
the world;

And whereas
The terrorist attacks on the Israeli embassy in Argentina and on the Buenos Aires 

 
Jewish community center constituted major attacks against the Jewish people in 

 
the Diaspora;

And whereas
11 years have passed since the attack on the embassy and 9 years since the 

 
AMIA attack, and the Argentinean justice authorities have thus far failed in their 

 
investigation of the incidents and in apprehending the parties responsible for them 


locally and abroad;

And whereas
Despite strong suspicions and existing facts, no determinations of responsibility have been made, whether at the local or the international levels, regarding persons, political organizations, terrorists and countries;

And whereas
There are suspicions of complicity and/or hampering of the investigation on the part of certain sectors of the Argentinean republic, with no results leading to the identification of perpetrators,

It is hereby resolved:

1- To recommend that the Zionist Executive add the 18th of July (the date of the attack on the Jewish community in Buenos Aires) to the Zionist calendar each year, as a day of public relations activity against anti-Semitism, and in remembrance of the victims of the attacks.

2- To dedicate this date to activity around the world to mark the attacks, under the slogan, “Justice, justice you shall seek.”

3- To demand that both terrorist attacks be properly investigated, and that those responsible for them be arrested and brought to justice.
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
